GENERAL ASSOCIATION MEETING

MAY 23, 2009

The meeting was called to order at approximately 6:30 PM.

Our 50/50 drawing winner took home $150.00!!!

Roll call was taken with 58 members present, proxies were read and minutes of the previous meeting were read.  Paul Aderhold made a motion to accept the minutes and John Harris seconded.  The vote was unanimous to accept.  Reading of the financial statement was made by Doris Clark.  A motion to accept was made by Dean Everette and a second was given and the vote was unanimous to accept.
Richard Eury announced that our Association had lost two of our longtime members – Marvin Lovette and L. G. Maness.  Both of these members were well known and loved and will be deeply missed.  He also noted that we had lost Donna O’Briant too.  Mrs. O’Briant was webmaster for our Association website.  This task will be continued by her daughter, Kristy Breedlove.  

Old Business

 Richard stated that the Association books have been reviewed by an independent accountant.  A statement was issued by the accountant to the fact that everything was in order and that she would be willing to do this each year for the Association.  A motion was made by John Harris to have this accountant do the same review each year and a second was made by Kenny Elliott.  The vote was 56 for and 2 against – the motion “for” was approved.
Richard hoped that everyone had noticed that the boat ramp repairs had been made.  The downturn in the economy was fortunate for us, though not so good for others, since it allowed us to get the much needed repairs done for a total of $11,410.38.  All of the old concrete was removed and replaced.  The only thing not done was the side walls – this will have to be done at a later date due to cost.  He noted that someone had hit the last pole on the side wall, breaking it off.  Hopefully we can get a PVC pipe put up to mark the wall so no one’s prop will go over that spot.
Thanks were given to Rick Barnhardt, Jerry Flowers, Dale Thompkins, Gayle Eury and Richard Eury for their help in cleaning the pond.  Over three tons of weed (algae) was removed!  The homeowners have put chemicals in to help keep this from re-growing and Jerry Flowers and Dale Thompkins have put in pond aerators.  A few of them also went in together and purchased twelve carp at a cost of over $200.00.  They are really trying to keep the pond area looking good!

Richard mentioned to those that had not picked up their new bands for the year that the Association purchased silicone bands with the “Hurricane Haven” name imprinted on them.  These are more attractive and do not have the hooks on the end which have always worried folks about them injuring someone.  A total of 1,000 blue bands were purchased and then next year the same can be ordered in a different color.  This should give us enough to last for a while.  Please be sure to wear them at the pool and dock (pier) when you’re there – it really helps in monitoring the areas.  
Richard noted that Chris Roberts was present at the meeting.  It was good to see him there after the accident that occurred.  A big thanks was given to Jonathan for saving his life – had he not been there, Chris would not be here now.  

New Business

Reminder that September is coming up and that the current Block Rep’s term will be ending.  The members currently in place have agreed to remain if no one runs against them but that if anyone is interested in running please do so.  Those interested should advise any of the current Board Members and we’ll get their name on the ballot.  Paul asked who the current Rep’s were.  Gayle read their names; Block A – Doris Clark, Block B – Mike Thaggard, Block C – Donald Newton, Block D – Kenny Elliott, Block E – Joe Thompson, Block F – Curtis Powell.  There are still five “at large” members whose term will be up September 2010.  
First item on the agenda is the problem with unauthorized people using our boat ramp.  These are folks who do not live in here and who are not guests of a member.  The first boat to use the ramp when it reopened was a boat from another neighborhood off Seashore!  Allowing outsiders’, whether it’s one boat or three at a time as we have seen, creates a big parking problem also.  Ron Hammond noted that unauthorized keys belong to the Association and can be revoked – getting the key back is the problem.  Ideas were given on different types of identification that we could also use and then if the vehicle doesn’t have the proper ID, possibly tow the vehicle.  Paul Aderhold made the motion that if a registered member allows a boat to put in at our boat ramp without being a guest of his household, then he must be on the boat when it leaves and when it returns.  Ron Hatchell made the second, voting was counted and the motion passed.  Anyone trying to obtain a second key improperly or giving a key to an unauthorized person will have their key revoked.  The Board will work to try to implement a plan on monitoring this problem.  Suggestions of a sticker or placard might be a thought – towing is also an option.  Mr. Crumpler suggested letting the Board handle this situation.    Richard noted that cars parking at the picnic area need to remember to leave the space near the end open so that boaters can pull forward and then back down the roadway to the ramp.  
Second item on the agenda was regarding dues for the empty lots.  Richard noted that the Board had put together their suggestion for the situation but the final decision belongs to the Association as a whole.  The Board felt that if you have a lot that joins your property then you would only pay one due for both, but if you own another lot that is remote or two remote lots that adjoin themselves then only one due would be payable for them.  Mrs. Stovall brought up the letter she received regarding dues that were due for the additional lots they own.  Richard stated that everyone was trying to be fair with regards to dues on the extra lots that people own.  It was noted that in most subdivisions you must pay dues on each and every uncombined lot that is owned.  Richard asked for someone to make a motion on what they feel to be the best way to handle this.  Paul Aderhold asked who owns a lot in here but does not live in the neighborhood.  Richard responded with Charlie Pressley.  He wanted to remain a member and now pays dues on the lot he owns.  He also noted that everyone’s dues pay for not only the amenities but for the street lights, grass cutting, etc.  Mr. Tew suggested that the Board review this matter once again.  Richard noted that this is why it was put on the agenda today to finally be put to rest.  Paul Aderhold made the motion that for those who own property with a home on it and an additional lot(s) adjacent should be required to pay only one due for that property together, but for an additional remote lot (or lots that are adjoined) then one due is payable for them also.  If you only own a lot then dues are to be paid on that lot.  A second was given by John Harris.  Vote was 52 for and 6 against.  The motion was accepted.  Someone noted they thought this was very fair seeing that most folks have to pay for each and every lot.  Mr. Campbell noted that combining lots, reducing the amount of dues, usually causes dues to be raised since there is not as much income coming in for the Association.  
A big thanks was given to John Reilly and Gary Kistler for fixing the BBQ for our meeting.  

Paul Aderhold made a motion to adjourn the meeting, a second was given by Dean Everette and the meeting was adjourned.
