Tina Odom:  Taking minutes for Sheila Hammonds,Secretary (absent)

Meeting Called to Order at 2:00 pm

A prayer was spoken by Frank Crumpler.

Frank Crumpler told the board he has placed a trailer (that belongs to him) at the picnic area and it will be placed behind the hideaway fence.  MEMBERS CAN BAG THEIR ALUMINUM CANS AND PLACE THEM IN THE TRAILER FOR RECLYLING AND THE MONEY WILL BE PLACED IN THE HURRICANE HAVEN ACCOUNT.  JUST CANS, NO TRASH!!!
Frank Crumpler asked board if they would like to erect a fence around the trailer (6’ x 8’)  at a cost of $153.00 for materials.  JW Dunn would erect the fence at no cost to the association.

Dean Everett made a motion to erect the fence at a cost of $153.00 (fence & posts)
Curtis Powell Second, pass unanimously.

Don Beck made a motion for property owners who own a golf cart to put the numbers of their Hurricane Haven address on their golf carts followed by the first letter of their street for identification in the event of an accident, emergency, etc.

Kenny Elliott Second, passed unanimously 

Frank Crumpler presented to Board the cheapest bid for crush & run for the boat ramp and dirt to go around the picnic/shelter area (where concrete drops off).  The bid was $450.00.  JW and Tarzan will spread at no cost to the association.
Kenny Elliott stated several of the Ladies in HH wanted to do some landscaping around picnic area and the pool area.  Kenny presented a diagram to the board.  The landscaping would be done at no cost to the association.  Dean Everett made motion to grant permission for the landscaping.

Doris Clark Second. Passed unanimously

Curtis Powell suggested getting placards that resemble handicap placards that hang on vehicle mirrors for identification for the boat ramp users.  This placard would have the property owners name and address on it.  This placard could be transferred to whatever vehicle is being used by the property owner.  Any vehicle parked at the boat ramp that did not display this placard could be towed.  Board directed Curtis to get a cost on the placards and bring back to board for consideration.
Dean Everett made a motion to have another Quiet Sign erected at the picnic/shelter area stating

The quiet times.  Motion was seconded by Kenny Elliott.  Passed unanimously.

Frank Crumpler stated a decision needed to be made on the bands.  Dean stated there were still plenty of blue bands.  He made a motion to use blue bands this year with the red ones being

turned in.  Kenny second.  Passed unanimously . 

Tina Odom presented having a raffle.  She stated the money raised to be designated for the pool.  She stated fund raisers are needed and should be designated for the purpose the head of the fund raiser states. Her fund raiser/raffle is for the pool and 1st prize: 32” TV  Second prize:  Gas Grill  Third prize: $100.00.  Dean Everett had the minutes from the raffle the association had years ago.  He stated the association’s net proceeds were $2,900.00.  Dean made a motion to have raffle.  Curtis Powell Second.  Passed unanimously.  Tickets to be distributed at Memorial Day Meeting.  Drawing Labor Day Meeting.  Tina to handle raffle.
Frank Crumpler stated the shelter/picnic area has been used for birthday parties, wedding rehearsals, etc.  At present there is no electrical.  An interest in having electrical installed

has been proposed to the board.  The cost to run the underground  is $620.00 (BEMC)

The cost to install 2 recessed lights and 1 220 outlet is $650.00 plus the cost of the electrical permit from Brunswick County.  Doris Clark stated that the Association had agreed to give $2,500.00 towards the shelter and only $2,165.00 had actually been used; leaving $335.00
unused money.  Dean Everett made a motion to wire the shelter but to not run the underground unless the Association approves the funding for it ($620.00).  The only additional money that is being given is $380.00  ($315.00 for wiring balance & $65.00 electrical permit)  John Riley’s
friend who has an electrical license is helping out with obtaining the permit).  Kenny Elliott Second motion.  Passed unanimously .

Board discussed the nonpayment of dues.  Doris Clarks stated there are 19 unpaid.  Some of which have never been a member.  Discussion on how to handle the delinquent dues.  It was stated that membership dues are to be paid by June 1st of each year.  Those who have not paid there dues are not entitled to use any of the common areas and are not entitled to have keys to the boat ramp or tennis court.  The Board directed this needs to be put in the association meeting letter to put delinquent owners on notice of the privileges being revoked.  The Board voted unanimously on posted all non-members to include those who are delinquent on their dues names and HH addresses on the boards at the pool, picnic/shelter area and boat ramp.  This information will enable members to know who does not have the right/privilege to use the common areas. There are times when guests stay and do not realize they do not have the privilege of the pool, etc. because the property owner is not a member or has not paid their dues.  Names will be posted
on June 30th     
Voted on and passed unanimously. 
JW is going to head up the picnic/shelter area maintenance etc.

Tina is going to head up raising funds for the pool with the July 2nd function

Discussions:  Ways to honor past presidents; board with presidents name engraved on a plate and added to board.  

Homeowner’s responsibility to inform buyers of membership dues and giving the new owners their boat/tennis court keys.

Ways to retrieve keys from past owners and delinquent dues.
