GENERAL ASSOCIATION MEETING

MAY 29TH, 2010

Our meeting was called to order at approximately 6:00 PM

Todd Burnette was our 50/50 winner of $147.00.

We had a visitor, Clint Simpson, from the Sherriff’s office to speak to our group regarding various changes they were implementing that would help our neighborhood.  We have all noticed that more deputies are patrolling our subdivision.  Richard met with Sherriff Ingram and several deputies who promised they would be more visible in our area, which is a good thing.  He reminded us that we should all be aware of our area and our neighbor’s homes since most of the homes are “weekenders”.   

Roll was taken, proxies were counted and it was announced that a quorum was present for the meeting.  Minutes were read and Paul made a motion to accept with a second made by Don Beck.  Doris read the treasurer’s report with Dean making a motion to accept and a second was given by Kenny Elliott.  
Richard advised everyone that the repair work done at the pond area was an emergency situation.  After exhausting efforts with the County and State to obtain some help to no avail, repairs were made to save the dam.  
It was announced that additional signage has been placed at the boat ramp area.  Sherriff Ingram advised if they were contacted about any unauthorized use of the landing they would take action.  Everyone needs to keep a vigil eye open and call if they see someone using it that should not be.
Nothing else was noted for old business. 

Under new business Richard noted the request for a shelter cover to be placed over the picnic area.  There are many who utilize this area year round playing the “cornhole” game.  It was noted that in bad weather the Association could still hold their meetings as well as individuals who wish to use it for family gatherings.  Richard mentioned that he had checked on some pricing which was approximately $7,600 and that Wayne Day would also be getting pricing together for a site built cover.  A cover built by individuals may be less expensive but it would be very well built.  The purpose of this cover would be for all to use, not just a few individuals.  Paul mentioned that he definitely could have used the area recently for a birthday party if it had a cover and that in the past they have held meetings under his house since there was not other place.  John Riley noted that possibly a raffle or a pig-pickin’ could be held to help raise additional money if it was approved.  
Richard mentioned that everyone might want to table this until the next meeting to give time to get answers regarding costs, permits, etc.  A count was taken, not a vote, to see who was for and who was against.  Dean made a motion to table the vote until the September meeting and a second was given by John Harris.  This would give all time to think this out and also give time for costs to be collected.  
Everyone needs to remember to give someone a proxy if they are not going to be at the September meeting.  Also note that we need five (5) new at large members to be on the Board – volunteers are requested.  This will be voted on at the next meeting.  

Mr. Holmes passed away last year – a moment of silence was held for him.

Richard thanked everyone for coming and noted that there was still a lot of ham left over.  Everyone should bring their old bands to exchange for the new ones – make sure your dues are up to date.  

Paul made a motion to close the meeting and a second was made by Gary.
